A little information about the cause:  In 1991 a summer camp was established for young burn survivors between 
the ages of 8 and 18.  The camp sits on a beautiful 176- acre property in Union, Connecticut, complete with a lake 
for swimming, boating and fishing. There is also an archery range, a ropes confidence course, field games, 
firefighter games, and an outdoor stage to perform skits, as well as many other activities.  

For 1 week each July young burn survivors attend the camp free of charge. Our campers come from not only here 
in the United States, but from around the world.  The all-volunteer staff is made up of firefighters, nurses, 
healthcare professionals, and teachers, from across the country, who donate their time to endure a week these 
kids will never forget.  This 1-week camp costs approximately $100,000, which is all raised through donations.
